Legal research.

Writing memos.

Drafting motions.

Participating in hearings and trials.

Qualifications:

Law students must have completed their second year so that they are eligible to practice
under the Student Practice Act.

Basic knowledge of the criminal justice system and a genuine interest in law.

Motivated to work and learn.
